Using the Warmline TB Medical Consultation Service

Why a “Warmline”?

We call this a “Warmline” because, unlike a "Hotline," this service is staffed only during business hours on weekdays. Once you request a
consultation via voicemail message or email, you can expect to receive a response from the consultant within 48 hours (or 1-2 working days).

What do we offer?
The Warmline offers clinical case consultation, pediatric case consultation, and TB prevention recommendations.

CITC also offers longitudinal TB medical consultation for providers or programs on a case-by-case basis for ongoing advice on challenging
cases; i.e., drug-resistant TB, cases complicated by co-existing conditions, or other difficult circumstances. A dedicated physician/nurse team
of Curry consultants can provide advice regarding diagnosis, freatment, and ongoing case management.

e Nurses, Nurse Practitioners

e Staff in settings that serve persons at high-risk for TB (homeless shelters, correctional facilities, etc.)
